Non-weighted Assessments

There are no weighted assessments in Term 1. The subject teachers will be carrying out formative assessments
to monitor the students’ learning.

It will not be
counted as a weighted assessment. Marks will be pro-rated for students who submit their medical certificate
(MC). A mark of zero will be given for students who are absent without a reason deemed valid by the school.
