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PHOTO-TAKING EXERCISE FOR P1 & P6 

1.MOE will be conducting the yearly photo-taking exercise for all students in Primary One
(P1) and Primary Six (P6) for the purpose of generating the School Smart Card (SSC).
The photo-taking will be conducted by SimplyGo Pte. Ltd. (SimplyGo)’s appointed
vendor on behalf of MOE. The SSC serves as the student’s identification card and can be
used for concessionary travel on public transport and to borrow library books from the
National Library Board and the school’s library, amongst other usage. 

2.The photo-taking session for our school is scheduled on 5 Feb 2026 for P1s and 6 Feb
2026 for P6s. Following the photo-taking, P1 students will get their SSCs by mid-March
2026, while the photos for P6 students will be used for the printing of Secondary SSCs
when they are promoted to Secondary One in 2027. For P1 students, the classes may be
dismissed later at around 1.25pm on the date of the photoshoot, for which we seek your
understanding. Also, while pending the receipt of the SSCs, P1 students can continue to
use the Child Concession Card for free travel on public transport until 30 April 2026. 

3.Please be informed that all P1 and P6 students are required to be dressed in their
school uniform for the photo-taking session. Please also ensure that your child’s/ward’s
hair is neat and tidy.

4.If your child/ward is unable to attend the photo-taking session, the school will either
arrange for him/her to have his/her photo taken on another day or request the
parent/guardian to submit a softcopy photo to the school.

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MATH ENRICHMENT PROGRAMMES AND OLYMPIAD COMPETITIONS

Math enrichment programmes are conducted by the Math department as part of the school’s
efforts to provide opportunities for students to enrich their learning in areas of their strengths
and interests. From 2026, the Math department will only be conducting Fun-in-Math programme
(P3) and E2K Math programme (P4-P6) as part of Math enrichment. 

Students will be identified and/or selected to participate in the enrichment programme and
their parents will receive the invitation via Parent Gateway (PG). Participation in the Math
enrichment programme is optional. Parents should take into consideration the interest of the
child and his/her other commitments before participating in the Math enrichment programme. 
These are the three Math Olympiad competitions which the school participates in annually:

*The administrative procedures for APMOPS for Primary 5 students have been revised for 2026. Parents/guardians of Primary 5
students will handle the online registration and payment for APMOS directly. The registration period is 1 – 15 February 2026 (URL:
https://go.gov.sg/hciapmops). Students may participate in the competition at home or at another preferred and suitable venue.

Registration information for each Math Olympiad competition will be provided to students
through their Math teachers. Students interested in participating should express their interest to
their Math teachers once the details are shared. The consent form will then be sent to parents via
PG. To ensure smooth processing of registrations, we request parents to strictly adhere to the
registration deadlines set by the Math department. Kindly note that all participants must be
registered via their primary school and no individual registration will be allowed by the
organisers.

dynamic, multi-purpose learning hubs
that support both students and teachers.
Designed to be flexible, safe and
conducive, this new space extends
learning beyond the classroom and
provides a space where meaningful
interactions can take place.

Guided by three key purposes, Connect,
Collaborate and Reflect, HPPS Hotspots
encourages the building of strong, positive
relationships through small-group
learning, mentoring and informal
conversations.

It supports collaboration by providing an open environment
for students and teachers to share ideas and work together,
while also offering opportunities for reflection, allowing
students to think purposefully about their learning and
personal growth.

The space is furnished with modular furniture that allows for
flexible group seating and easy reconfiguration to suit
different activities. Soft, inviting colours create a warm and
welcoming atmosphere that is conducive for learning and
encourages cosy, meaningful conversations. HPPS Hotspots
also serves as a safe space for students to hold meetings and
collaborate with one another. In addition, free writing spaces
enable students to express their ideas and write notes of
encouragement, fostering student voice, empathy and a
strong sense of belonging within the school community.



SHINE Day welcomed our students back to school with laughter,
warm greetings, and a strong sense of togetherness. Beyond the
excitement of seeing friends again, the day created meaningful
opportunities for students to show care, kindness, and empathy as
they began the new school year.

With about 1,800 students in our school, that’s many
families, a lot of WhatsApp messages and plenty going on
every school day. This is where the Henry Park Parents’
Association (HPPA) comes in. We support and connect our
parents, while working alongside the school and, ultimately,
for the benefit of all our children.

Now in its 27th year, HPPA is an opt-in community of nearly
500 parents. Some show up at school events, some help
quietly behind the scenes and others stay in the loop and
step in when they can. With no pressure and no fixed
commitment, our members decide what works best for
them.

On 6 January, more than 50 parents volunteered in support
of the school’s SHINE Day, around 40% of whom were
Primary 1 parents. It was a strong start to the year, and a
reminder that small contributions can add up to something
meaningful.
